Magical Beneath the Mataking Island. Immerse yourself in a new realm: a 
silent, weightless paradise of pure sensation. 

When the crystal turquoise waters of Mataking beckons, it is an offer that 
cannot be refused. Suit up and explore the 30 or so dive sites around 
Mataking Island and its surrounding islands of Pandanan, Timba-timba, the 
Tun Sakaran Marine Park of Bohaydulong, Bohayan, Kalapuan, Baturua 
and Mantabuan island. The marine life close to Kalapuan shore is just as 
magnificent as those found in the deep end. At Mataking, divers can 
experience a combination of slope and wall diving which offers exhilarating 
macro as well as pelagic sea creatures at one place alone. (Hire gear 
available) 

There are various sea animals and fishes living in these areas which include 
schools of Barracuda, Trevally, Spanish Mackerel, Ribbon Eel, Giant Clams, 
varieties of Goby, Eagle Ray, Giant Frogfish,  Mandarin Fishes,unique and 
charming species of Shrimps, most photogenic and rare pygmy seahorses, 

spiders and much more. One must also look out for the ‘Orang Utan’ crab 
which can occasionally be spotted at Mataking’s Reef. The house reef 
literally lights up in the night with many strange and tiny creatures which has 
charmed many photographers to this site. The unspoiled and living color of 
hard & soft coral decorations is also another special highlight for divers 
visiting Mataking and the surrounding islands, a paradise for Macro under 
water photographers. 

For the true big fish fan, dive trips to world renowned Sipadan Island can 
be arranged. A day trip excursion from Mataking with 3 dives on Sipadan’s 
reefs will explain to you why the island has been rated as one of the top 
dive sites in the world.  

Hundreds of Barracudas whirling around you like a tornado is an 
experience you don’t want to miss. The sea below turns black when huge 
schools of big eye Trevally approach, twisting and turning such as a single 
massive creature. Big aggregations of Bump head Parrotfish grazing at the 
top of the reef, eat hard-corals and leave nothing behind but sand. 
Harmless White Tip Reef Sharks and Leopard Sharks patrolling the reef or 
resting at the seafloor are seen on almost every dive. When the current is 
picking up, Pygmy Devil Rays, Grey Reef Sharks and with some luck even 
schools of Hammerhead Sharks appear right out of the deep sea mainly 
early mornings. Occasionally in March and April the gigantic Whale Sharks 
make an appearance on their migration path to south. But the truly unique 
attractions are the Green and Hawksbill Turtles of Sipadan. Seen literally on 
every dive and very used to divers, they will just ignore you and let you take 
their photographs even at the closest distance. 
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• 3 boat dive combinations per day at Mataking, Mataking Kecil,

• weight belt, tanks and dive guide. (Unused portion of the dives is 
not refundable and not transferable).  

• Unlimited house reef diving at Mataking. 
• International guests paying at published price rate and stay for a 

minimum of 5 days/ 4 nights in a group of 6 or more is entitled to 
do a day  

• diving trip to Sipadan island with no extra boat fees charge. Guest 
is only required to pay the Government Levy of RM 40 per person 
per day  

• entry. Subject to SABAH PARKS PERMIT APPROVAL and also subject 
to weather conditions. 

• Boat dive Schedule: First boat dive 0830am / Second boat dive 
1100am / Third boat dive 1500pm 

• Morning shore dive begins at 0600am (require to exit the water by 
0700am) and Sunset shore dive begins at 1700pm. 

• Night dives are shore dives from the Dive Centre platform and to 
be conducted from 1900 hrs to 2100 hrs. Divers who wish to night 
dive must  

• show proof of minimum certification of Advance Open Water in the 
forms of certification cards and/or log books documenting such 
dives.

Sipadan Day Trip 

(Permit Application / Trip Procedure) 

For guests who request and wish to do additional dive at Sipadan will be 
charged accordingly (exclude government levy of RM40.00 per pax per 
day entry) and is subjected to Sabah Park Permit Approval and Weather 
Conditions.) 

Due to recent ruling on the restricted quota set by management of Sabah 
Parks, all guests who wish to dive at Sipadan is advised to book at least 14 
days in advance prior to arrival in order to allow sufficient time to process 
and obtain an approval for the entry permit as we do not guarantee for 
entry permit. As a measure to consolidate guests for the Sipadan trip, please 
be advised that we shall require and arrange all Sipadan trips to be 
booked on Wednesday or Saturday weekly. In the event the weather 
condition is bad and the trip has to be cancelled or if the guest cancels, 
levy paid is NOT refundable or transferable to a later date. The 
management will not be responsible for such losses rendered to the guests.
